Home to School Transport Policy for Secondary School Students age 11-16

For secondary students attending up to age 16 (i.e. including Year 11) free transport is provided where the walking distance measured by the nearest available route is three miles or more from either:-

a. the school designated by the LEA as the normal school serving the child’s habitual place of residence: or

b. the parents choice of school if that school is nearer to the child’s habitual place of residence than the normal school.

Children attending school from parental choice (other than those eligible under a above or b)

Where parents opt for a school that is further away from the normal school serving the habitual place of residence it is their responsibility to make the necessary arrangements and pay for transport costs.

However, if a child would have been considered eligible for free transport to the normal school:

a. he/she may travel on an existing contracted transport service where this is not registered as a local bus service to the school of parental choice at an agreed concessionary rate, providing a place is available: or

b. an allowance may be paid to the parents equivalent to the cost to the Authority of a bus pass to the normal school: or

c. transport may be offered on a contracted vehicle for a journey equivalent to that to the normal school where this is not a local bus service.
