Each of our students has been issued with a personal planner in which they are expected to record their homework set and the due date for completion. We kindly ask you as parents/carers to check and sign the planner when you are satisfied that the homework set has been completed satisfactorily. Using the planner in this way, you will also be able to monitor those tasks we expect your child to complete as part their out of home/school learning. 


Clearly, we consider homework to be extremely important and we hope you will, where possible, support your child in this work. We are very aware of the demands of family life and appreciate that our students often participate in a wide range of clubs and activities both in and out of school. In view of these circumstances, students will usually be given a week to complete any homework set. In most cases each homework task should only take between 20 and 40 minutes depending on the age and ability of the student concerned. Please also be aware that some subjects will only set homework as and when they feel it is appropriate for your child.


During the school day we have made available various teaching rooms including the library during lunch-times where students may do their homework and access additional support and resources from their subject teachers.
