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Overview 
 
In this first year, we look at change, power and every 

day life, with the development of the state. We look 

at how a King kept control of his country, how he had 

to keep the Church and his Barons happy, and how 

Henry VIII changed all that. 

Term 1 
 
To start this term, we need to develop your chronology skills 

by looking at an overview of the Iron Age to the Tudors and 

deciding how much Britain changed. Then we look at William 

the Conqueror and how 5000 Normans managed to take over 

and control 2 million Anglo-Saxons. 

Term 2 
 
In this second term, we look at power, 

religion and everyday life – could a me-

dieval King do what he liked? Why would 

people go on Crusade, and was life for a 

medieval peasant really mucky and mis-

erable? You will make inferences and 

look at interpretations of the past. Term 3 
 
In this summer term, we focus on the Tudors and how 

Henry VIII gained control of the Church. We also look at 

how a war could break out between a King and his par-

liament – focusing on The English Civil Wars and inter-

pretations of Oliver Cromwell.
